Day 1 Sat: Cairo

Arrive in Cairo airport and private luxury
transfer to your hotel Marriott Mena House
located at the foot of the Pyramids offering
one of a kind accommodation experience
with unmatched views of the Giza
(accommodation in a Deluxe Pyramids
View room).

Introduction

Wherever you turn in Egypt, you will be
amazed by the history, the culture and
the friendliness of the locals. This cradle
of civilisation is a living museum which
attributes its mysteries to its ancient
and current culture.

Population

Egypt's population is estimated to be
approx. 79 million in 2010.

Arabic is the country’s official language,

however English is understood in most
hotels, restaurants and tourist areas.

Visas

A Visa is required when travelling to
Egypt and can be obtained through the
Embassy or Consulate in Australia or
upon arrival at Cairo Airport at the cost
is approx A$45 for a single entry.

Climate

Egypt has general two seasons, a mild
winter from November to April and hot
summer from May to October. During
the summer months of July and August,
temperatures can reach over 40 degrees
especially in the south, but generally
stay around 35 degrees.

Tipping

Salaries are low and as such tipping,

or baksheesh, is expected for almost
every service provided. Recommended
tips start from A$1 for porters, $3-5 for
escorts, $5 for drivers and average $10
per day for guide or crew during cruises.

Currency

The Egyptian Pound is the official
currency; however USD and Euro are
widely accepted. Most credit cards are
accepted and ATMs are available.

Food

Egyptian cuisine is excellent combining
aspects of many different cultures which
have inhabited Egypt at one time or
another. Some of the national specialties
include Foul (beans), stuffed vine leaves,
grilled aubergines (eggplant) and
kebabs, Fesieekh (salted and dried fish),
aish baladi (a pita-like bread), and kofta

The main cities all have hotels ranging
from basic to deluxe international
standard.

Etihad have flights from Australia daily.
Most major airlines have connections via
European cities.
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By Sea: The main ports are Port Said or
Alexandria however currently there are
no cruises going there disembarkation
is usually not permitted. There are no
ferries linking Egypt and Greece or Italy.

Getting Around

Getting around independently, in
particular Cairo, is generally difficult.
Road: Cairo is a large city with a huge
Population. Local transport, although
existing, is not recommended, due to
insufficient traveller information and
poor standards. Similar situations exist
in most other major cities. While there
are taxis available, the quality is usually
low, the cars are not air-conditioned and
the prices need to be negotiated prior
to entering the vehicle. Car rental is not
recommended and while you can walk
around the city, it can be difficult.

Rail: There are several daily services
between Alexandria and Cairo & line
continues to Luxor and onto Aswan
with an overnight train service offering
2 bedded sleeper compartments. This
overnight train offers a simple style of
accommodation. Trains are delayed
often.

work preparing for the delivery of your trip and servicing your booking.

We will not be responsible for any other loss or loss you incur in connection with your booking

(for example, airfares and visa expenses) if you are prevented from commencing or continuing

your trip in these circumstances.

CANCELLATIONS OR RESCHEDULING BY US

In these Booking Conditions, the term Force Majeure means an event or events beyond our
control and which we could not have reasonably prevented, and includes but is not limited

to: (a) natural disasters (including not limited to flooding, fire, earthquake, landslide, volcanic
eruption), adverse weather conditions (including hurricane or cyclone), high or low water levels;
(b) war, armed conflict, industrial dispute, civil strife, terrorist activity or the threat of such acts;
epidemic, pandemic; (d) any new or change in law, order, decree, rule or regulation of any
government authority (including travel advisories and restrictions).

Force Majeure - Prior to travel

If in our reasonable opinion we (either directly or through our employees, contractors, suppliers

or agents) consider that your travel arrangements cannot safely or lawfully proceed due to a

Force Majeure Event then we at our discretion may elect to:

* reschedule your travel arrangements (in whole or in part); and/or

® cancel your travel arrangements (in whole or in part), in which case our contract with you will
terminate (in whole or in part).

If we cancel any of your travel arrangements, neither of us will have any claim for damages
against the other for the cancelled arrangements. However, we will refund payments
attributable to the cancelled travel arrangements less: (a) unrecoverable third party costs

and other expenses incurred by us for the cancelled travel arrangements; (b) overhead
charges incurred by us relative to the price of the cancelled travel arrangements; and (c) fair
compensation for work undertaken by us in relation to the cancelled travel arrangements until
the time of cancellation and in connection with the processing of any refund.

Force Majeure - During travel
If due to Force Majeure we cancel travel arrangements after your trip has commenced, we will
provide you with a refund of recoverable third party costs for cancelled travel arrangements only.

Force Majeure - General

If we provide you with any alternative services or assistance where travel arrangements are
cancelled or rescheduled due to Force Majeure, then you agree the amount to be refunded to
you will be reduced by the value of these services and assistance.

You acknowledge that the terms in this section are reasonably necessary to protect our legitimate
business interests. We strongly encourage you to purchase travel insurance that adequately
responds to cancellation and rescheduling risks associated with Force Majeure events.

Other cancellations

If we cancel your travel arrangements for reasons other than Force Majeure, you will be offered
(at your election) a refund of all funds paid, or the offer of a trip of substantially equal quality if
appropriate.

We will not be responsible to you for any other expenses or loss you incur if your travel
arrangements are rescheduled or cancelled whether or not due to Force Majeure.

AMENDMENTS BY YOU

We will endeavour to accommodate amendments and additional requests. You acknowledge
that these may not be possible to fulfil, and for group departures a transfer of a booking to a
different departure is deemed a cancellation.

AMENDMENTS BY US

Prior to travel

To the fullest extent permitted by law, we will not be responsible for any omissions or
modifications to the itinerary or the inclusions due to Force Majeure or other circumstances
beyond or control happening after we have accepted your booking. This includes any loss of
enjoyment or distress caused by omissions or modifications.

If you are entitled to any compensation for any modifications or omissions, then you agree it
will be reduced by the value of any alternative services we provide which you accept.

We will not be responsible to you for any other expenses or loss you incur resulting from any
amendment or change to the itinerary or its inclusions.

UNUSED & DENIED SERVICES

No refunds will be made for of any travel arrangements not utilised, whether by choice or
because of late arrival or early departure. This includes the failure of transport to operate
according to schedule, which we disclaim responsibility for.

If you are not fully and validly vaccinated against Covid-19 in the destination(s) where services
are to be provided, and particular suppliers refuse to provide you with travel arrangements,
then you agree you will not be entitled to any refund for those arrangements. We will not be
responsible to you for any loss or expenses you incur (including loss of enjoyment or the costs
of alternative arrangements) if you are denied services in these circumstances.

CLIENT NAMES - EXACTLY AS PER PASSPORT

For security reasons, airlines and our overseas suppliers require names to be given exactly as
stated in your passport. If you do not advise the correct information and we have to re-issue airline
tickets or other documentation, then you will be responsible for any fees charged (such as airline
cancellation charges or re-issue fees) in addition to our own reasonable administration fees.
